Historians don't know how the character "Uncle Sam" was 
created, but one theory is that he was named after Samuel 
Wilson, born in 1766. During the War of 1812, Wilson 
was in the meat business. He provided large shipments of 
meat to the US Army in barrels that were stamped with the 
initials "U.S". Someone suggested that the initials stood 
for "Uncle Sam" Wilson. This led to the idea that Uncle 
Sam symbolized the fed-
eral government.  
 
 
The first cartoons of   
Uncle Sam appeared as 
early as 1838. the single 
most famous portrait of 
Uncle Sam is the "I 
WANT YOU" Army re-
cruiting poster from 
World War I, painted by 
James Montgomery 
Flagg ca. 1916-1917.

FIRST RADIO BROADCAST FROM KINGMAN  
Friday, July 5, 1929 
The first official radio broadcast ever made from Mohave County was 
made this week when the power lines from the local plant were finally 
connected up with the giant motor generator set of the Transcontinental 
Air Transport Co., radio field and the T.A.T. broadcasting set was put into 
operation.  According to W.E. Davis, in charge of the field, ships were 
picked up as far east as Albuquerque and as far west as Los Angeles, and 
after the set had been properly adjusted, no trouble was experienced in 
talking to the pilots aboard.

100 years ago (July 1909) 
 
Work has been suspended on the shaft at the Bi-Metal Mine by the Ari-
zona Gold Mines Company owing to a heavy gas that forms in the bottom 
of the shaft and fails to respond to the blower.  A heavy suction pump will 
have to be put in before work is resumed. 
 
Stages now run every day of the week to Gold Road and the Tom Reed.  It 
is probable the present line of stages will be replaced with a line of Auto-
mobiles and the time between Kingman and the Gold Camps will be cut 
down to two hours. 
 
Mr. And Mrs. John Ware came in from Chloride Tuesday and departed for 
Los Angeles for their summer outing. 
 
Henry Lovin will build another cottage on his lots on east Beale Street. 
 
Some of the Kingman business firms are now using the new phone lines 
to Goldroad.  It is said to be working fine. 
 
William Smith came in from Music Mountains this week with a large 
number of skins on which he obtained bounty in the amount of $56.  
Among the skins were one of the largest mountain lions ever brought to 
Kingman. 
 
A bad wreck on the Santa Fe between Holbrook and Gallup delayed west-
bound traffic about 48 hours Tuesday and Wednesday this week.  A big 
freight engine went through a bridge and piling up many cars and putting 
the locomotive in condition for the scrap pile.  The fireman and head 
brakeman of the train were killed and the engineer badly injured.

Henry Lovin 
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John Trumbull 
Oil on canvas, 12' x 18' 
Commissioned 1817; purchased 1819; placed 1826 in the Ro-
tunda The first painting that Trumbull completed for the Rotunda 
shows the signing of the Declaration of Independence in what is 
now called Independence Hall, Philadelphia, on July 4, 1776. 
The painting features the committee that drafted the Declaration 
of Independence--John Adams, Robert Sherman, Thomas Jeffer-
son (presenting the document), and Benjamin Franklin--standing 
before John Hancock, the President of the Continental Congress. 
The painting includes portraits of 42 of the 56 signers and 5 other 
patriots. The artist sketched the individuals and the room from 
life. 
 
ABOUT THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE On July 
4, 1776, the Second Continental Congress, meeting in Philadel-
phia in the Pennsylvania State House (now Independence Hall), 
approved the Declaration of Independence. Its purpose was to set 
forth the principles upon which the Congress had acted two days 
earlier when it voted in favor of Richard Henry Lee's motion to 
declare the freedom and independence of the 13 American colo-
nies from England. The Declaration was designed to influence 
public opinion and gain support both among the new states and 
abroad -- especially in France, from which the new "United 
States" sought military assistance. 
 
Although Benjamin Franklin, John Adams, Thomas Jefferson, 
Roger Sherman and Robert B. Livingston comprised the commit-
tee charged with drafting the Declaration, the task fell to Jeffer-
son, regarded as the strongest and most eloquent writer. The 
document is mainly his work, with a few minor exceptions. 
As a scholar well-versed in the ideas and ideals of the French and 
English Enlightenments, Jefferson found his greatest inspiration 
in the language and arguments of English philosopher John 
Locke, who had justified England's "Glorious Revolution" of 
1688 on the basis of man's "natural rights." Locke's theory held 
that government was a contract between the governed and those 
governing, who derived their power solely from the consent of 

the governed and whose purpose it was to protect every man's 
inherent right to property, life and liberty. Jefferson's theory of 
"natural law" differed in that it substituted the inalienable right of 
"the pursuit of happiness" for "property," emphasizing that hap-
piness is the product of civic virtue and public duty. 
Jefferson emphasized the contractual justification for independ-
ence, arguing that when the tyrannical government of King 
George III of England repeatedly violated "natural law, " the 
colonists had not only the right but the duty to revolt. The assem-
bled Continental Congress deleted a few passages of the draft, 
and amended others, but outright rejected only two sections: 1) a 
derogatory reference to the English people; 2) a passionate de-
nunciation of the slave trade. The latter section was left out, as 
Jefferson reported, to accede to the wishes of South Carolina and 
Georgia, who wanted to continue the importation of slaves. The 
rest of the draft was accepted on July 4, and 56 members of Con-
gress began their formal signing of the document on August 2, 
1776.

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This Kingman home, was built on the northwest corner of Beale 
and 4th Street in the late 1880’s by busi-
nessman H.H. Watkins, a local druggist 
and banker. He originally settled in 
Mineral Park, moving to Kingman in 
1888 with his wife and their two daugh-
ters to establish the Pioneer Drug Store. 
 
The home was removed in 1951 and the 
Kingman J.C. Penny’s Store was built 
on the lot. The City of Kingman cur-
rently occupies the building. 
 
 
HADJI ALI (HI-JOLLY), Camel Driver 
 
Many stories are told about Hadji Ali, who became known as Hi 
Jolly and who was also known as Philip Tedro.  It is thought he 
was born in Smyrna about 1828.  He came to the U.S. in 1856 to 
accompany a drove of camels brought to this country at the di-
rection of Secretary of War Jefferson Davis, who hoped to use 
the camels as beasts of burden in 
the American Southwest. 
 
In 1857 Lt. Edward F. Beale 
took 28 of the animals, along 
with Hi Jolly, on an assignment 
to open a wagon road from New 
Mexico to California.  Hi Jolly 
stayed with his camels through 
many unsatisfactory attempts by 
the government to use them.  
Finally the camels were sold in 
1864 and scattered through the 
Southwest.  There are many re-
ports of the camels being seen 
throughout Arizona. 
 
Hi Jolly stayed with the Army until 1866.  After leaving the army 
he became a mule packer, and then prospected for gold.  In 1880 
Hi Jolly married Gertrude Serna. 
 
Hi Jolly died in 1902 at Quartzite, Arizona.  In 1934 his burial 
site was marked with a rock pyramid topped with a metal silhou-
ette of one of his beloved camels. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Hoo-Ka-Quata (Kate Crozier) 
 
Kate Crozier, a Hualapai tribal member and one of the original 
Hualapai Scouts for the military in the late 19th century is thought 
to be the last living survivor of the forced march of the Hualapai 
Tribe from their homelands in Northwestern Arizona to the La 
Paz reservation on the Colorado River for internment during the 
1880’s.  Kate not only survived the ordeal, but served as a scout 
for the U.S. Army and for many years worked as a cowhand in 
the Hackberry area.  He was also a strong advocate for Hualapai 
tribal rights in his later years.  Kate passed away in 1961 at the 
age of ninety-seven.
